It was decided to reduce the length of the virtual meetings as experience has shown that it is not very easy for delegates to be available for such a long length of time. The Chair stressed that the time in between the meetings should be used to prepare all the contributions and to resolve any issues meaning that long discussions on the contributions could be kept to a minimum.

Questions raised over the possibility of having ‘hybrid’ meetings however there are some logistical issues to this such as:
· time zone considerations as anyone joining remotely may only be available for a short period of the meeting time,
· voting rights is also a consideration however this could be resolved as we have proven during these virtual meetings,
· cost of providing these facilities needs to be taken into account as hotels typically charge a lot for this service,
· managing the meeting can be very difficult…

Need to understand the relationship with marcom. The idea is to bring together people who have interest in this area and develop the ideas and content and then ask marcom to push the information. Marcom regularly request new content and this would feed that need.
This committee may need to meet during the TP meeting time but there is flexibility with this as there are now more e-meeting 

It was suggested that the proposal should be simplified and then presented to the SC for agreement
Need to make sure that there is support from the members – following this discussion there was a lot of support from those present and offers of help from many delegates (BT, DT, ETSI, Hansung University, Nokia, Orange, SDS, Sensorise, Tata communications, …)
Questions raised on the adverse effect of this work as there have been negative comments on the impact telecoms (e.g. 5G) have had on the environment. However, it was felt that there are many use cases which clearly demonstrate how the oneM2M standard is improving sustainability, (street lighting, smart cities etc,) so it was not felt that this should be a big issue.

In ETSI there is a tech body called EE (Environmental Engineering) and it was suggested that it may be good to liaise with them. They are not focused on IoT but on telecoms in general but it may be worth reaching out to them.
Need to reach out not only to regular participants in oneM2M but other interested companies, we need to be pro-active. This will give companies a platform to speak and deliver their message
