It was agreed that this is an interesting area and a lot of work is currently being carried out on proprietary solutions, need to find areas where standardisation, and oneM2M in particular, could add value, we could be well positioned as we already have an information model and a framework which could be used. Need to investigate further.

There was strong agreement to this work. 

It was felt that this was an important area of work and it was suggested that a sub-committee should be formed to concentrate on this activity and produce a study paper or a white paper.
More discussions on this will take place in the RDM WG and JaeSeung will bring contributions to these meetings.

Questions raised over whether or not the meeting will be fully hybrid. It was explained that for the moment no one knows if the F2F will even be possible. The rooms have been reserved in ETSI as no financial costs will be incurred if the meeting needs to be cancelled. 
The fall-back scenario is that we have a 2 week virtual meeting starting on November 29th. The final decision will be taken at the next TP. The TP will work with the SC and the MoW to see how the Hybrid meeting will work and how we will organize this. It may mean that there are targeted time slots where delegates can dial-in but this is still under discussion and nothing is set in stone.
There is no principle against having remote participation to the planned F2F meetings. One of the major issues is the timing of the dial-in sessions. We are considering having certain timeslots during the day for remote participation. It is not feasible or efficient to have 8 hour conference calls. Infrastructure not always cheap in hotels which is why the first trial is in the ETSI premises where the infrastructure is already in place.

It was suggested that ETSI could look into whether or not it would be possible to bring equipment to the meetings and set up the infrastructure in the hotels. Travel budget could be a problem for some delegates if there were to be F2F meetings in the future which do not allow remote participation.
It was suggested that time zones should not be an issue, it should be up to the delegate to decide whether to get up early or go to bed late.
