Update on ITU-T SG20 issues

CRs have been agreed which resolve most of the questions raised by the ITU-T SG20. There is one further CR which needed one word to be added to the diagram and will be sent out for agreement by correspondence. These discussions are all related to the final TS to be transposed by the ITU-T (TS-0003).
There is a joint meeting scheduled for March 28 and deadline for input is 16th March. It was confirmed that the ITU-T are expecting to see the agreed CRs incorporated into their transposed document.

The way forward with regards to how to manage the transposition of oneM2M specifications by the ITU-T is still also under discussion. The preferred way forward is referencing the specifications rather than the cumbersome method used in the past.

TP54 – Update

The plan for TP54 was to hold a F2F meeting in Dublin, Ireland hosted by ETSI and the InDiCo project. However due to low attendance expected, it was agreed to cancel this meeting before any costs were incurred. 
Roland thanked ETSI and the InDiCo project for the invitation and the hard work they had already put into the hosting of this meeting.
It has been decided that the TP54 will be a hybrid meeting with the physical meeting being held in the ETSI premises again with online attendance available for those who can not travel.
It was suggested that the meetings should be a mix of online or hybrid meetings going forward. All members via TSDSI have a very strong preference for hybrid or online enabled for those unable to travel. Roland explained that there are very few places where hybrid meetings may be held due to the expense of providing the equipment. 
While the hybrid meeting held in ETSI premises last December worked very well and much better than expected, it was suggested that we need to monitor the effectiveness of such meetings in the long run. 

It was confirmed that anything pertaining to the TP meetings is under the control of the TP rather than the SC however as it is the Partners who are hosting the meetings each Partner can decide how they wish to host, For F2F meetings we need hosts who can provide the correct facilities needed.

It was agreed that all meetings, if they are going to be F2F, should be in countries which are accessible to all members. Due to the pandemic, restrictions on travel are in place for many members.
