Much progress has been made. There were 28 recommendations from the ITU-T which were to be resolved. Each recommendation has been discussed in detail and most of the comments have now been resolved. The final issues should be finalized during the F2F meeting in July. Rana will attend this meeting on behalf of oneM2M. Most CRs have also been incorporated into the oneM2M TS-0003.
It was suggested that many countries prefer to refer to ITU-T recommendations because of their international status which may in turn open us up to more collaborations with other organizations. Europe and India usually refer to the oneM2M standards but in other countries who are not as aware of our work as they should/could be, they may use the ITU-T deliverables. This could help bridge the gap and introduce oneM2M to a wider audience.
Roland thanked Rana for her work and for her report back to the TP.
We now need to decide on how to work with the ITU-T beyond Release 2. This discussion will take place at the SC level rather than the TP level.

Some concerns raised over the duplication of the work that oneM2M has already done and that being carried out by Matter. The company Connectivity Standards Alliance (CSA-IOT) from the US became an ETSI member in May 2022 and there is someone from this organization attending the ETSI TC CYBER meetings. 
It was felt that these ETSI members should ensure that there is no overlap of the work between oneM2M and Matter. It was felt that it was good that they are involved in the ETSI work as they will see that their idea is not original and they can see the work that oneM2M has been doing since 2012.

It was pointed out that most of the founding members are not the main players in standards work so it may be seen as a different way of working

Marianne confirmed that once a release is frozen, the specification will be available on their external website. As yet nothing has been finalized and it is expected that V1 will be available by the end of 2022.
It was suggested that this is more like a version of OCF rather than oneM2M and questions raised over whether or not there is any collaboration between the two bodies. 
It was confirmed that Matter will initially concentrate on the Home and Smart Home but they have members that are involved in energy and building works, so they may extend their activities in the future.
It was felt that there is lots of synergy with OCF and that their focus seems to be getting the devices connected and defining the communication model. However, even though they are device centric at the moment, this could change.
It was suggested that oneM2M could try to interwork with them and could actually be complementary to their work. We need to highlight the areas where our work overlaps, but also the areas where we differ. 
Roland thanked Marianne for putting this presentation together and presenting at such short notice.
