Opening Plenary


1.1
Welcome

Roland Hechwartner, Deutsche Telekom, the TP Chair, opened the 58th oneM2M Technical Plenary and welcomed all those present, both online and in person. He also thanked the host TSDSI and the India-EU ICT standardisation Collaboration who are supporting this meeting. 
Mrs Pamela Kumar, Director General of TSDSI also welcomed the delegates to India. She explained that TSDSI had been a Partner in oneM2M since early 2014 and since then has hosted 3 of the TP meetings in India. They have been held in various different areas of Inda; Bangalore, Hydrabad and now in New Delhi. 
In collaboration with the Indo EU Partnership project 2015/16 TSDSI, in collaboration with ETSI, have hosted many hackathons and conferences. She mentioned C-DOT, who are very active in oneM2M and have been  driving the deployment of oneM2M throughout the country. India is the first country to have adopted oneM2M as a national standard, both Rel-2 & Rel-3 have been transposed and adopted. This brings true interoperability to the to the chaos that is IoT –proving that standards really do work. 
Arun Mukarji, Local Coordinator of the India-EU ICT standardisation Collaboration project, also welcomed everyone to India. He explained that the support from the Indian Government working in the oneM2M landscape has been phenomenal and unique. It is now time that the industry follows suit. They have supported very many events for oneM2M for example; outreaching, workshops, conferences engaging the industry, publishing articles and seminars. In fact, a recent 2-day conference in the C-DOT premises had a significant footfall. Those who attended were curious and wanted to know more about onem2m.  It is vital that we can show some practical deployments to prove that this particular standard is worth implementing. Smart city stakeholders are confident that this standard could work but they are still sceptical. C-dot are pioneering this process.

Last year a centre of innovation – was launched and developers can join and develop their applications on the C-DOT platform free of charge. Help will be available to seek out market opportunities. This provides a base for developers to test and develop their applications. 

Roland thanked Pamela and Arun for their kind welcome to India

Roland then also introduced the TP leadership team and advised the delegates to read the legal notices on the cover page of the agenda as well as the statement regarding engagement with companies added to the U.S Export Administration Regulations entity list in oneM2M activities. · update joint WP with ETSI ISG MEC
· work started last year on a joint whitepaper however with some restructuring of ISG MEC and internal movements the whitepaper was not finalized. The work has now restarted and the structure and much of the content is prepared. The template and ToC is now ready. JaeSeung (TP vice chair) is working on filling the sections related to oneM2M. We are now waiting from input from MEC and once this has been received it will be shared with oneM2M for comment. The aim is to publish before June however this does depend on feedback from MEC. This will be an ETSI whitepaper where the authors will be cited as ETSI ISG MEC and oneM2M.
· update oneM2M proposal for a relationship with universities/ educational collaboration

· this activity had been started some time ago by Andrew (TDE Chair) who is working on forging a relationship with universities. There will be a short workshop on Wednesday morning and the outcome of this will be reported during the closing TP.

· update collaboration ITU-T SG20

· The Security Rel-2 specification has been approved as part of the transposed specifications of oneM2M. We are now just waiting for the publication of this spec and finally the full set of specs has now been approved by the ITU-T. We need to work on a new way forward to ensure that all other releases may be transposed. We also need to ensure that the new process is more streamlined and takes much less time than in the past. The release 3 documents have not yet been submitted as we are still liaising with them on how the new process will work. It was suggested that we should send them the specs for information but not yet for transposition as the current process is not sustainable. oneM2M have agreed that the current process is not agreeable and would prefer the reference model. This has not been discussed in the ITU-T.  Pamela suggested that the oneM2M Partners need to agree a proposal for the way forward and this needs to be proposed to the ITU-T. Enrico explained that the ITU-T do not appear to want to see oneM2M pushing their proposal. The ITU-R process is very streamlined however the ITU-T are still quite resistant to this.
