Some questions raised over the issuing of ‘proof of activity’ and whether oneM2M has the authority to do this. 
It was agreed to remove the word ‘certification’ as it could cause some confusion.
It was reiterated that all discussions related to publishing presentations and input to standardisation as research papers will take place in this ad-hoc group however all decisions will be taken by the Technical Plenary.

Further discussion needed on this matter and this will be instigated via email.
It should be noted that this group is open to everyone not only members however it should be made clear that only members can upload technical contributions to the oneM2M portal.

It was suggested that there could be other possibilities to get around the issue of non-members uploading contributions such as the ISG solution used in ETSI, this would need to be agreed by the SC and needs more discussion.
It was suggested that the ILC could be revived and used to reach out to others. It was pointed out that this committee targeted the relationship with other entities with more SC discussions rather than technical discussions. 
The idea behind the ACR ad hoc group was not to create technical input but to reach out to academia to update educational material and have feedback from academia. Xavier, Laurent and Miguel from ETSI have already been in discussions with a university in Toulouse with the aim of having them use the oneM2M material in their course work.
Questions raised on who has the authority to represent a university (oneM2M member). Would students be authorised to submit technical contributions? It was agreed that the university should appoint someone who is authorised to participate on their behalf.
