The oneM2M Academia RelationshipACR Ad-Hoc group is assigned the responsibility to foster the relationship of oneM2M with Uuniversities, public and private Research Centers, Eeducational organisations and Public Communities potentially using oneM2M, and Industry with a particular focus on start-ups..
The main objectives of the ACR are 
1) promote teaching and reasearch about the oneM2M standard; 
2) establish closest connections & parnership between groups in Academia and Research centers involved in oneM2M applications and facilitate the emergence of new ones; 
3) increase awareness of oneM2M standards in Academia and Research centers at large; 
4) foster development of oneM2M-based applications and implementations; 
5) foster development of oneM2M open-source implementations by Academia, Research Centers, and Industry.
The oneM2M Academia Relationship Ad-Hoc ACR can be participated in by all interested members and Partners Type 2 as well asas attended by to non-members.
The oneM2M Academia Relationship Ad-HocACR group may use any form of communication and collaboration adopted by consensus within the group, including face-to-face meetings and web video conferencing.
Areas of collaboration may include tasks, such as the development and /or maintanance of open- source projects platforms for oneM2M projects, oneM2M developer tools, oneM2M educational and tutorial materials, (e.g.e.g.  oneM2M tutorials hosted on various  using media such as e.g. Jupyter notebook, youTube, Coursera, etc.), andor promote open seminars, workshops and conferences related to oneM2M standard.
