During WPM#2 meeting (conference call) on 2013-05-24 there was an agreement on the method for defining the content of Release 1 (meaning a minimal deployable solution (first package of oneM2M documents):

· Step 1:
define the essentials (“basement” of Release 1)
· Step 2:
evaluate the time necessary to develop the basement

· Step 3:
define features/requirements to put on top of “basement” for Release 1 and allow an additional time (e.g. 6 months) and during that time companies can bring contributions for additional functionality

This contribution on hand addresses the step 1. It provides information from the Working Group 1 – Requirements and other sources.

· Ensure that only trusted applications can communicate to the SCL

· Registration of applications to the local SCL

· Authentication and authorisation of SCL communication

· Generation of charging records pertaining to the use of the system for purposes of e.g. billing, accounting

· Provides means to store application data with history

· Provides means to share data among applications

· Provides M2M service connection establishment and teardown along with security key negotiation.

· Selection of communication means for delivery of information based on policies

· Analysis and forwarding of methods according to provisioned policies and method metadata

· Manages subscriptions and notifications pertaining to changes in data.

· Support access control for stored data (authorisation)
