During WPM#3 meeting (conference call) on 2013-05-31 there was a common view that a Release definition shall consist of listing logical functions to be covered by the Release. The requirements TS should be used as a basis, however it was felt that maybe not all the defined requirements in the TS will be covered by the first Release.

Furthermore the meeting participants concurred that the first step of defining a Release is to define high level logical functions.

It was agreed that the definition of logical functions and also the definition of Releases is out of the scope of WPM AHG, which is tasked to provide visibility of the current status of all components of the Work Programme. Definition of logical functions is a technical and not an administrative task and therefore is allocated to Working Groups in synchronization with the Technical Plenary.
It was felt that proposing a method for describing functionalities for releases and how to list/document such functionalities is within the scope of WPM AHG and therefore should be the focus topic for the next meeting.
This contribution on hand addresses all components contributing to the oneM2M Work Programme as well as their relationship among each other.

Contributions to Work Programme Management
This clause shows elements, which may be involved to define the content of the oneM2M Work Programme including the definition of logical functions and Releases.

Definition of logical functions
This clause lists some examples of how logical high level functions can be described.

· Subscription Information Handling
On board new devices by creating new subscription in the common M2M service layer and network layer; activate/deactivate/suspend/resume network and service subscriptions
· Security
Generate relevant key material for secure communications; Authenticate devices before they can register and modify resources. Prevent unauthorized entities from sending IP packets to the devices. Provide a secure connection to the device
· Store and Forward Messaging
Applications may request messages to be sent to one or more devices that may not be registered with the network at that time. In this case the communications management entity shall store and aggregate the messages and forward them to the devices at a later time when the devices wake up.
· Location and Geo Fencing
Provide device and network based location and location related services such as creating a geo-fence or identifying a group of devices within a region or adding a location tag to the device data

· Provisioning
On board new devices by creating new subscription in the common M2M service layer and network layer; activate/deactivate/suspend/resume network and service subscriptions
· Policy Framework
Framework to establish and incorporate in the session orchestration, data aggregation and storage, the network provider and application provider policies. Examples include incorporating a location tag or time stamp on all data, policy restricting sessions only to certain hours of the day.
