Definition Process Proposal
The following steps are proposed for discussion in order to prepare a definition of an initial Release. 
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1. Step 1
Element types to be determined are the components which describe the characteristics / content of a Release. The list in the figure above is just a proposal for fostering the discussion. It may be useful to have a written definition of the terms. These element types may be structured hierarchically and/or grouped.
2. Step 2
In order to process Step 3 a list of elements of each type and high-level descriptions for each element is necessary. This technical work should be allocated to the technical Working Groups.
We need to adapt our methods of defining and tracking a Release planning to match what the WGs are doing. The elements which we determine for defining the content of a Release have to correspond transparently with the Work Items and their deliverables.
3. Step 3
Defining the content of an initial Release is a matter of selecting a sub-set of the elements listed and described in Step 2 or also proposing elements not listed so far.
The definition of an initial Release and ranking of content elements may consider as selection criteria:
· perceived value of capabilities to our customers
· estimation of time to complete the specifications, which specify the elements

· dependencies between elements and specifications

· roadmap of following Releases (e.g. “dot-Releases”)
