Element types for a release definition
Element types to be determined are the components which describe the characteristics / content of a Release.

Term definition
A Common Services Function (CSF) is a set of service functions that are common to the M2M environment and specified by oneM2M.
The CSFs provide services to the Applications via the X reference point and to other CSEs via the Y reference point. Interaction with the Underlying Network Service Functions is via the Z reference point.

Term definition
Inside a CSF some sub-functions can be mandatory or optional

Sub-functions of the CSF “Device Management”:

· Application Software Installation
· Firmware Updates
· Logging
· Monitoring

· Sensitive Data Handling functionality
· Security Administration functionality;

· Security Association Establishment functionality;

· Authorization and Access Control functionality;

· Identity Protection Functionality.

Function

Term definition
A “Function” provides functionality which is in addition to those provided by the CSFs.
Examples
· Enabler Functions (EFs)
Term definition:
The Services Extension Enabler enables the CSE to offer M2M Services over the X and Y reference points.
Examples:
· Check module authentication
· Check node resources
· Check interoperability with existing modules
· Check policy and rights to determine how to handle conflicts e.g. Do not register new module or deregister existing module, etc.
· Register new module
· Add new service(s) due to new module to list of services
· Modify API support to reflect new service capabilities
· Modify inter-module communications to incorporate new module

Protocol

Term definition
Protocols specify message formats and procedures to communicate with oneM2M compliant M2M Platform Systems including e.g. data representation for communication protocol messages, normal and exceptional procedures, status codes.
