During several TP Ad-Hoc conference calls a proposal for defining the content of Release 1 (oneM2M “Initial Release”) is being prepared for the endorsement by TP7. It is currently based on the Release defining elements as CSFs with functions and sub-functions and Protocols.
The document Method of Work contains in its clause 7.4 a very general high level process description of Release Management. It states that freezing/ratifying of Releases are TP decisions based on content and timing considerations. So these two items are in the focus of a Release management.

Role of TP WPM in Release managing
During WPM 6.5 conference call common view was achieved on the following items concerning the role of WPM in Release managing:

· TP WPM Ad-Hoc group supports the TP to apply the Release managing process as defined in “Method of Work”

· TP WPM tasks in the context of Release managing are:

· Elaborating proposals for methodology to describe and document Releases

· Regular tracking and reporting of Work Items maintained in the oneM2M Work Programme
including contained deliverables, their timelines and their Release allocation

· Release documentation (if requested from WPM by TP):
e.g. release control document(s) listing / describing the elements (parts) of the releases (e.g. deliverables) on a high level
· TP WPM has not the responsibility to define the content or timeline requirements of Releases

· Shall we interrupt and continue our discussion after TP7 since
· WG2 – ARC started the Release definition discussion on technical level

· Definition of initial Release is ongoing on TP level
