Roland introduced the attached document TS-0011-Common_Terminology-V4_1_0(cl)_editHelp_review_response” contains the review comments to TS-0011 v4.1.0 by ETSI editHelp which need to be resolved before publication of the deliverable as ETSI TS 118 111 (V4.1.1), as well as the response agreed in the RDM WG #61.
There is some discussion about Identification system. Meeting agreed that the text moved to the note is necessary for the definition. Therefore it is proposed to change the text as follows: “set of self-consistent rules sufficient for generating and using identifier, where a relevant authority is responsible for the generation, assignment and management of identifiers, where …”
Meeting agreed to delete the text “of the native protocol (e.g. ZigBee®) for” from the terminology of Device Information Model “Device Information Model: Information Model of the native protocol (e.g. ZigBee®) for the physical device.”
Some changes accepted, some not, some adjustments done. Rapporteur will refer to EditHelp.
