Andreas raised the issue it is difficult to find short name and long name correspondence. It is not developer friendly. Andreas proposed that it should be in a dedicated TS document, gathering all the short name tables. The drawback raised is that such document would need to be updated each time the other specifications are update with new attributes.
Moreover, the short name has different long name depending of the specification, with a different namespace.

Also , somebody should update the scripts from Wolfgang dealing with short names to generate the XSD. The problem is that the scripts are not taking into account the namespace. Andreas does not have problem while building the XSD for TS-0023. The problem is for the other specifications requesting XSD generation.

Andreas has developed a tool hosted here https://github.com/ankraft/onem2m-extract-attributes/
The tool extracts attributes, short and long names, categories, and more from the oneM2M specification documents.
