Upon receiving a request, a Hosting CSE shall first check if a Primitive Profile Identifier parameter is specified in the request.  If specified, the Hosting CSE shall check if the <primitiveProfile> resource referenced by the Primitive Profile Identifier parameter is present and the originator has Retrieve privileges for the <primitiveProfile> resource.  If the referenced <primitiveProfile> resource is not present or the originator does not have Retrieve privileges, the Hosting CSE shall reject the request with a Response Status Code indicating "PRIMITIVE_PROFILE_NOT_ACCESSIBLE".

[bookmark: _Hlk60399056]If the Primitive Profile Identifier parameter is specified and the referenced <primitiveProfile> resource is present and is retrievable by the request originator, the Hosting CSE shall check whether the primitive profile’s IDList, resourceTypes, operations, resourceIDs and releaseVersions attributes match the received request and the applicability attribute includes the value “REQUESTS_TO_CSE”.  If a match exists, the Hosting CSE shall apply the <primitiveProfile> resource to the request by adding, replacing or deleting any applicable request parameters or attributes defined in the additions or deletions attributes of the referenced <primitiveProfile> resource. If a match does not exist, the Hosting CSE shall attempt to process the primitive without applying the <primitiveProfile> resource.

If the Hosting CSE detects any names of request parameters or resource attributes defined in the additions attribute of the referenced <primitiveProfile> resource are not valid names of request parameters or attributes defined for the type of resource targeted by the request, the Hosting CSE shall reject the request with a Response Status Code indicating "PRIMITIVE_PROFILE_BAD_REQUEST".

If the Hosting CSE detects that a name of a request parameter or resource attribute, defined in the deletions attribute of the referenced <primitiveProfile> resource, is a mandatory request parameter or mandatory attribute defined for the type of resource targeted by the request, the Hosting CSE shall reject the request with a Response Status Code indicating "PRIMITIVE_PROFILE_BAD_REQUEST".
If the Request Expiration Timestamp is given in the request and has expired, the Hosting CSE shall reject the request with a "REQUEST_TIMEOUT" Response Status Code parameter value. Otherwise, the Hosting CSE should handle the request before the time specified in Request Expiration Timestamp.
The Hosting CSE shall check if the resource addressed by the To parameter exists in the repository. If the resource does not exist, the Hosting CSE shall reject the request with a Response Status Code indicating "NOT_FOUND" error.
If the request is targeting one or more specific attributes, the Hosting CSE shall check if the targeted attributes are defined for the target resource. If any of the targeted attributes are not defined for the target resource, the Hosting CSE shall reject the request with a Response Status Code indicating “BAD_REQUEST” error.
If the parameter filterUsage is configured as "Conditional Operation",the Hosting CSE shall also check the existence of the target resource based on any Filter Criteria Matching Conditions present in the Create/Retrieve/Update/Delete request. If the Operation Execution Time is given in the request, the Hosting CSE should perform the following procedures at the time and shall not perform the procedures before the time.
When the resource is read to provide a response to Retrieve request primitives:
Full retrieve request: the request target is a resource given in the To parameter
The content of the Response to the Retrieve Request shall comply to the Result Content parameter in the Request. If a Result Content is not provided in the Request, the representation of the resource which includes all the attributes shall be returned.
Partial retrieve request: there are two cases:
Case 1)	the request target is a resource given in the To parameter and specific attribute names are provided in the Content parameter:
	The values of the resource attribute(s) provided in the Content parameter shall be retrieved. The targeted attributes that are not present in the resource shall not be present in the response. If none of the targeted attributes are present, an empty representation of the target resource shall be returned.
Case 2)	the request target is a resource given in the To parameter, the resource attribute is provided in the To parameter as a fragment identifier component of URI following '#' character [2]. The resource attribute shall be represented as a short name and shall belong to short name list in Table 8.2.3‑1 to Table 8.2.3‑5.
The resource attribute provided in the To parameter shall be retrieved. If the resource attribute is not present, an empty representation of the target resource shall be returned.
